Mooring Categories and Fees - 2012

Individual, Non-Commercial Mooring: Moorings placed by a vessel owner for his private use.  This includes moorings of commercial fishermen.

Guest Mooring: A mooring retained by a mooring permit holder who does not currently have a vessel, for the purpose of transient/guest use with no income generated.

Rental/Commercial Mooring: The installation of a mooring for which any type of fee is charged.  An Army Corps of Engineers permit is required prior to the issuance of a town permit.

Mooring Fees

Individual, Non-Commercial Mooring: $10 per year.

Guest Mooring: $100 per year  

NOTE: During the first year a mooring permit holder chooses not to have a boat on his/her mooring, for whatever reason, the mooring fee will be $10.  After the first year, if a mooring permit holder chooses to retain the mooring, the fee will be $100.

Rental/Commercial Mooring: $100 per year

The above categories and fees were adopted by the Harbor Advisory Committee on the recommendation of the Harbor Master using Article V, Section 8, subsection o of the Rules and Regulations Governing the Use of the Harbors of Southport Maine.
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
